Participating in underwater photo and video coritipais can be great fun, and very
rewarding if you are a fairly good image-taker. ey Itan also be quite educational if you are
still in the learning process. When you enter ademwater photo/video competition, there are
many things that you should be aware of beforegmer.

First of all, where do the proceeds of that cange® Some competitions donate 100%
of all the proceeds to non-profit beneficiari est thapport marine conservation and education
and some donate nothing, using the proceeds toogughyeir own personal causes, possibly like
a for-profit Aquarium. You have to decide for yael f which ones you'd like to support or not
support, but do pay attention to where the procgeds

Another thing to consider is what happens to wnitiries after they are submitted.
Some competitions, in all fairness to the photogeap reserve the right to use winning images
for only up to two years and only to promote th@mpetition. This is totally acceptable in the

Roger Roth industry. Other contests may use any and allemfor their own usage in perpetuity (again,

like an Aquarium’s kiosks), which is totally unfa the photographers and unacceptable in the
industry.
ryIn order to not get disqualified before leaving 8tarting gate, be sure to follow every rule ecdhgfdotting every “i”
and crossing every “t.” Qualify your own persorbgibility according to the rules since sometina@yone much more experi-
enced than amateurs are not permitted to enteso, Aualify the eligibility of your entries, likehen they were taken or if
they’'ve already earned some major awards.

As far as personal eligibility goes, there arevatieings to consider. One might be to discern weyou are an ama-
teur or not. Look for how that’s defined in théesiof each different competition.

One contest might define an amateur as someonéagoot earned more than say 2 or three majoesofist-place
awards. Another might be if you earn less thand&® of your income from shooting underwater. ‘Elae competitions that
do not discern between amateurs and pros at alle savare of who you'll be competing against.

One last discerning factor to consider might Imeltistry professional.” This would include a divig owner in the
Caribbean who can dive any and every day just mubdck door, or a divemaster who dives 3-4 timesyeday in Fiji. Inthe
video category, it might also include an editoréadrapher for a TV station, since his experiencsuapasses that of most un-
derwater videographers/producers. If you haveestipn as to whether or not you do or don't qualifist contact the director of
that contest and ask what their judgment would be.

Another area of concern is the definition of watwyle lenses and close-up lenses. A number of yaggr many of the
directors of the major competitions in the U.S. pgiether at DEMA and came up with a standard afithumb. Close-up was
defined as any shot taken with a lens with a repedn ratio smaller than 1:6. Again, if you harey questions, contact the
director to clarify them before you send your eri

With the advancement of digital enhancement,gésing easier and easier to manipulate picturehercomputer.
Make sure you understand where each competitiordstia just how much manipulation is allowed. dfiycross the lines on
this, your entries may very well be disqualified!a discretion of the judges.

There are some competitions that limit manipulatmonly what could have been accomplished thralgte develop-
ment. These contests are looking for the phottgnaprho can get a good shot underwater. Thenatrboking for how adept
your computer skills are.

Through the years, many judges have commented wrchmputer manipulation can really detract fronhats Even
though some computer programs are getting bettebatter at manipulating shots, keep in mind thatadvanced technology
also passes on to monitors. If judged on good Hibitors, even the slightest touch-ups can standilaia sore thumb to an
experienced judge.
