At other timegytimay run into one another
coincidentally and once they are introduced, thames are very familiar and it becomes a greatinget

In the last few years, the original domain fostlirum began blocking many members from postinguoee their
emails appeared like spam and were immediatelykbtbc T his began to cause a lull in activity frane tist and many members
began to seek out other forums. Recently thénéistbeen transferred to a new domain and modttbfabld members returned,
and the list exploded with discussions again #seifproblem had never existed.

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Quake lifts Solomons island metres from the sea
by Neil Sands SatApr 7, 8:52 AM ET

The force of this week's Solomons earthquake Itad kan island in the South Paciic archipelago pmshed out its shoreline by
tens of metres, exposing surrounding reefs. Thetensland of Ranongga in the western Solomon dslased to have sub-
merged coral reefs that attracted scuba divers &muand the world.

But since Monday's massive earthquake in the Sahdsiands, the reefs are now exposed above the aadeare dying, an
AFP reporter and photographer have seen. The A&mR, tehich travelled to Ranongga on a charteredaautbater the quake,
saw exposed reefs bleaching in the sun, and cowgtbddead fish, eels, clams and other marine life.

The 8.0-magnitude quake, caused by a shit in #rths tectonic plates, triggered a tsunami tHetckiat least 34 people in the
remote western Solomons and let 5,500 homelessadéncies

have yet to reach Ranongga, but the AFP team sadevastation

that has permanently altered the geography ofdlaed, 32-

kilometres (20-miles) long and 8-kilometres wide.

Although Ranongga escaped the fury of the tsuntdraiseismic
upheaval from the quake pushed out the shorelingpldp 70
metres, local resident Hendrik Kegala also sdnterity big noise,"
he told AFP inthe local pidgin dialect. "Water lgack and not
come back again," he added, saying the whooshingdsof the
receding water and the shaking from the quake pedwsimultane-
ously.

The loss of the reefs was a huge blow for therighiommunities

that are dotted along Ranongga's coast, said Jackie

Thomas, acting manager for Worldwide Fund for Nait¢ WF) in the Solomons. 'The fish from the reefs the major source
of protein for the villagers," she told AFP fronmetprovincial capital Gizo. "They use shells forlsand rely on the sea for
many of their basic needs. "It just shows the nlible force of the earthquake, to move a wholendsla

She said the reefs around Ranongga were a proteeiéde environment and locals had worked hard WiWF in recent years
to ensure that they were managed sustainably. "lswanother marine environment that has beenalastr” she said.

"Who knows if the coral reefs will recover and theh will come back? Villagers will have to traviatther to find the same sort
of food and nutrition they've relied on -- the whid@od chain has been disrupted.”

A tinyisland nation in the Pacific Ocean has created the word's third-largest marine reserve, as global efforts to pre-
serve biodiversity widen to indude everything from insects to fish to forests. President Anote Tong of the Republic of

Kiiibati announced the formation of the park Tuesday at the 8th United Nations conference on the Convention on Bio-
logical Diversity under way this week in Brazil.

The Phoenix Islands Protected Area bans commercial fishing to protect more than 120 species of coral and 520 spe-

ciesoffishinside its 184,700 sq km (73,800 sg miles). It isthe world's first marine park with deep-sea habitat, includ-
ing underwater mountains. Bigger reserves are located in Australia and Hawaii.

"If the coral and reefs are protected, then the fish will grow and bring us benefit," the president said. "In this way all
species of fish can be protected so none become depleted or extinct.” Kitibati is located in the central Pacific between
Hawaii and Fiji. Itis the largest atoll nation in the woild, with 33 islands stretching across several hundred miles. The
New England Aquainium in the United States and Conservation International, a non-governmental organization, are
helping the tiny country set up the reserve. The two organizations will help set up an endowment that pays for the

park's management costs and compensates the government for revenue lost from granting fewer commercial fishing
licenses.

Subsistence fishing will be allowed in the park forlocal residents. "Thisis a major milestone formarine conservation
effortsin the Pacific and forisland biodiversity," said Russell A. Mittemmeier, president of Conservation International.
