Creating Quality Photos 101

We all want to take the best image we can whegavdiving. But what does that ac-
tually entail? And what do we have to do to gquality photo?

The first thing that needs to be conquered isboaryancy. We can't be crashing
around the reeftearing up everything in our padhshere would be nothing pretty let to shoot.
And we surely can’t have arms flailing or we'd otually chasing the fish away!

So now we understand the need for good buoyardtyhenneed to practice that buoy-
ancy. First we need to practice without a cameraur hands, and then we need to practice with
it in our hands. Finally, we need to practice vaddstill with the camera in our hands being
sure not to disturb anything in the water or ongbafoor.

Atter gaining great buoyancy control, we need nderstand our cameras. With the

Roger Roth onslaught of the digital realm, there are numetmutsons and each may have numerous func-

tions. Again, practice comes into play.

This practice should be done over and over whiléaod so that we understand all the necessaryidmscof our cam-
eras. We can start with shooting in auto moddfatowe don't become inundated with every camenatiian too soon. Nowa-
days, with the technology what it is, auto focud anto white balance is quite acceptable for takjogd pictures.

When we are using artificial light like video ligghor strobes, we need to find the best placemfghbsee lights. Again,
practice on land is the first place to start buleratand that shooting on land doesn’t help oveectire backscatter that occurs
while diving because of the particulate matterhia water. Obviously, the next step is to pradigiet placement and directions
of our lights while in the water.

Sometimes pointing light directly at a subject canse over lighting and a bad picture. Nice liggeffects can be
obtained by pointing lights a little away from &fact, possibly highlighting a pretty sponge oratarear the subject. We still
need to make sure that we are illuminating ourenlgnough as well.

To overcome backscatter in the water, our ligketsdrto be held somewhat away ffom our cam erashamdpointing
somewhat towards our subjects. If we held ourttigiext to our cameras and pointed them towardsuhjects, the light rays
would illuminate any particulate matter in the watad bounce directly back towards our lenses. Mitee hold the light farther
away from our cameras and the light rays hit paidie matter, the bounce back is towards the hght not towards our lenses.

One more thing to always remember is t@loseto our subject. The closer we are there will éss Iparticulate matter
between our lenses and our subjects, thus makengtbt clearer. Also, the closer we are, the rafieetive our artifcial light-
ing will be remembering that light may only tratbtee to five feet effectively.

The next step is to learn the other functionsunfaam eras beyond the auto functions. Changitgpss aperture sizes,
and white-balancing will change the look of a pietu Again, practicing on land first is suggestedtst you can learn and see
the differences firsthand of these changes.

Composing a good picture is the next thing to imers We need to keep our subjects in the piadficeurse, because
cutting off a nose or a fin in the picture will mepresent our subject in its truest form. Andtshaf a fishtail swimming away
will probably not be very appealing to most viewers

Placement of our subject in the picture will alsiol appeal. For this we need to understand theofutérds which is
dividing our viewiinder into thirds whether horizaily or vertically or even diagonally. Keepingraubjects along these lines
or within these lines will help to create a nicetpie.

We should always remember to fll the fame withr subjects. Ifwe are shooting one small gobyeed to
be close and have that goby take up most of thefimaer. If we are shooting a wide angle shothkhabout the wow effect
we'll gain if our viewfinders are filled with ziltns of colorful anthias swarming over a reef

Considering the background of our pictures is sbimgtelse to remember to do. A nice colorful baokgd can add a tre-
mendous amount of appeal to any picture, and wienallv that there’s usually plenty of color undemvabnce illuminated.
Even mid-water shots can have a nice colorful blagkground.

The only time one might consider violating theeraf thirds might be when shooting a picture thék lve created for
more advertising uses. Think about a magazinerabae will need some room for titles that don'tvepup the subject of the
picture. Or maybe we want to have a picture offiast trip to the south Pacific and we want to Betoshop to label this pic-
ture accordingly.

Another thing we want to always remember is t@keeerything in focus. If halfofa picture is aftfocus, it will
have little appeal to anyone viewing it. The atiiiye a picture is acceptable when part of it isafubcus might be when there’s
perfect focus on a subject’s foreground and thasfdapers off slightly towards the background; this has to be uniform
throughout the picture.

Finally, attempting to show action in our picturadl give them superb appeal. Examples of thisilddbe shooting
a fish as it is just turning towards our lenseshwitcurved body, or shooting divers actually danmething like fanning silt
from some coral to keep it healthier. Lookingdbiots like this will take us a step beyond a sinppiat and shoot.
